Attendance Recognition
We know that when students are present at school, they are better able to learn, connect, and thrive. Just as importantly, regular attendance helps children feel a sense of belonging and reminds them that they are valued, supported, and an important part of their school community. Because of this, attendance is a key focus area for our District, and we are pleased to share a new Super Attendance Recognition Program that celebrates students and honours the vital role families play in supporting success.

How the Attendance Recognition Program Works
Each month, students will be recognized if they meet one or more of the following attendance milestones during the previous month:

· 90% or greater attendance for the month

· 10% or greater improvement in attendance compared to the previous month

· 90% or greater attendance year to date

All students who meet any of these criteria will receive a certificate of recognition celebrating their effort and commitment to being present at school. Certificates will be sent home at the beginning of each month. 
From all eligible students in our school district in each category, one name will be drawn each month for a family focused gift as a further way of celebrating and saying thank you. In addition, every student who is eligible for a monthly draw is also entered into a grand year end draw, providing another opportunity for families to be recognized and celebrated.
